Attendance at Holy Mass. On Monday 19th July HM Government rescinded legislative powers put in place to assist 

with the limiting of the transmission of the Covid-19 Virus. In response to this the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of               

England & Wales issued a Statement (available on our websites) encouraging the adoption of a “cautious approach to 

capacity and activity within our buildings, especially at corporate acts of worship.” They further say that the anticipated 

date for the resumption of the Sunday Obligation is the First Sunday of Advent (27th/28th November 2021). In light of 

this & the “Step 4 Guidance” issued by the Conference, we are advised to (a) Sanitise Hands on entry to church (b) to 

wear Facial Coverings which reduce aerosol or droplet spread (c) Ventilate buildings well (d) maintain a good general 

standard of Cleaning using detergents on hard surfaces especially touch points. In addition to this advisory guidance as 

long as the NHS Test, Track & Trace system is in operation details of those entering our churches will continue to be 

required. (It is worth noting that the NHS themselves are continuing to operate a Covid-safe policy including the wearing 

of facial coverings, social distancing & sanitisation in their facilities i.e. GP’s surgeries & hospitals).
